Program Delivery  

School registration is now completely full, with fourteen schools, including five new ones, bringing 1,146 
students with 119 teachers. Fifteen youth groups, seven of which are new, have signed up to bring 359 
young people and 65 leaders. A teacher told us, “We have participated in this program since it originally 
started.
